Apologies: Apologies for absence were received from Mr. J Collett, Mr. M. Harmon, Mr. R. Jones, Mr. S. Jones, Mr. J. Lambert, Mr. G. Powell and Mr. T. Preece.
The Chairman opened the meeting by explaining the reasons behind changing and updating the rules. The Chairman then asked the member clubs if they wished to vote on each rule or on block. It was decided to vote on block after all proposed changes had been explained.
New Rule 8 Qualification of Players:

(ii) The approaching Club: (A) May not approach the same player a second time in the       same playing season: (B) may approach only one (1) player at a Club at any time: and (C) may not approach another player at the same Club within 28 days of an earlier notice of approach or acknowledgement. (Subject to Rule (8(l))

New Proposal:

(ii) The approaching Club of any one age group: (A) May not approach the same player a second time in the       same playing season: (B) may approach only one (1) player at a Club at any time: and (C) may not approach another player at the same Club within 28 days of an earlier notice of approach or acknowledgement. (Subject to Rule (8(l))

Proposed change

(i) (i)  In Subject to The Football Association Rules dealing with players without a written contract when a player desires a transfer, the Club the player wishes to transfer to shall submit a transfer form to the Registrations Secretary accompanied by a fee of £25.00, in exceptional circumstances upon application to the Management Committee the fee may be partially refunded.  Such transfer shall be referred by the Registrations Secretary to the Club for which the player is registered. Should this Club object to the transfer it should state its objections in writing to the Registrations Secretary and to the player concerned within seven days of receipt of transfer form. Upon receipt of the Club’s consent, or upon its failure to give written objection within seven days, the Registrations Secretary may, on behalf of the Management Committee, transfer the player who shall be deemed eligible to play for the New Club three (3) days after receipt of such transfer after receipt of the updated passport.

   There was a discussion on the cost of the transfer fee with some member clubs stating it was not high enough. Mr. N. Lloyd-Williams (Wellington) proposed the fee be raised to £40.00 but there was no seconder. The proposed transfer fee to remain at £25.00.

  No player can be transferred or registered after 31st March in any playing season.

Existing rule

Rule 10 – Playing Season, Conditions of Play, Times of Kick-Off, Postponements, Substitutes

Proposed change

(g) (ii)   For Mini-Soccer – any number of substitutes may be used at any time with the permission of the Referee. Entry onto the field of play will only be allowed during a stoppage in play. A player who has been replaced may return to the play as a substitute for another player. A Team must not have a squad greater than double the size of its team in an age group. If a club wishes to de-register a player from a Mini-Soccer team it must apply to the League Secretary for a special form and must present a case in support of de-registration to the Management Committee for approval of the de-registration. 

There was a big discussion on de-registration from mini soccer. It was explained that mini soccer teams could apply to the Management Committee for approval to de-register a player if they already had 14 players registered and wished to sign another player, e.g to replace a player who had moved away or a player who no longer wanted to play football.
There were two counter proposals:

1. If a player was de-registered then he/she could not re-register for another team in the HJFL within 60 days this was proposed by Mr. K. Hooper and seconded by Mr. D. Jones.
2. Management Committee empowered to make decisions to act on individual cases. This was proposed by Mr. N. Simpson (Hinton) and seconded by Mr. T. Marsh (Lads Club).

A vote was taken with the 2nd counter proposal having the most votes (15), 1st counter proposal having 9 votes and no votes for the original proposal.
Mini Soccer Rules

Law 3
Number / Age of Players
New text:

Each team must start with a full compliment of seven players one of which must be a goalkeeper. Any team not starting with the full compliment of seven players will be dealt with in accordance with Rule 10 (F) paragraph 5. A maximum of seven substitutes will be allowed. These substitutes may be used at any time with permission of the Referee. A player who has been replaced may return to the playing area as a substitute for another player. The Referee must be notified of an intended substitute. Such substitution must only take place when the ball is out of play or the game has stopped. The players may only enter the field of play from a designated area near to the halfway line. 

It was explained that each mini soccer team must start with a full compliment of seven players one of which must be a goalkeeper. If a team went down to less than seven during the game the game could continue.
The proposed changes to the rules were voted on block and carried with 24 votes.
CRB Checks.
The Chairman explained that everybody over 18 who had contact with children should have CRB clearance. If under 18’s help with the running of a team It is advisable for an adult to be in supervision.
There were some member clubs not using their Welfare Officer to complete the forms.

Respect Campaign. 
Mr. Hooper explained how to use the ‘Respect Barrier Kits’, the kits could be picked up after the meeting and could be used straight away.

Spectators to stand behind the Respect Barrier, it is the responsibility of the clubs to in force this.

Correct Procedure for Transfers/Approach of Players.
Some clubs were not following the correct procedure when approaching players for transfers. The Chairman explained the correct procedure and if this was not followed all Illegal Approaches will be dealt with by the HFA.
It was pointed out that there were no requirements to register players with HJFL in order for them to play in six-a-side tournaments.

The Chairman thanked everyone for their input and attendance and closed the meeting.
